• Play by the rules – abide by the AFL Laws of the Game and the rules of your Club and 

League/Association. 

 

• Ensure that both on and off field behaviour is consistent with the principles of good 

sportsmanship. Swearing is unacceptable. 

 

• Treat umpires and officials with respect. Do not abuse, dispute or react in an obviously 

provocative manner towards an umpire. 

 

• Treat all players fairly. Ensure that players are involved in a positive environment where skill 

learning and development are priorities and not overshadowed by a desire to win. 

 

• Display and foster respect for umpires, opponents, coaches, administrators, other officials, 

parents and spectators. 

 

• Play for your own enjoyment, to improve your skills and further local football at club and 

league level. 

 

• Respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of their gender, ability, 

cultural background or religion.
