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On behalf of the AFL Barwon Commission Ltd I am proud to present this 7th Annual Report to this Annual 

General Meeting as the formal record of the 2019 year to all affiliates and stakeholders.

Since the establishment of Regional Commissions in 2013 there have been many changes to the structures 

that support our Community Clubs at all levels – all of which have been driven by the need to create an 

environment in which Clubs will be able to thrive. AFL Barwon is committed to continuous improvement of 

our service delivery and providing sound governance and oversight of our member Clubs and of the 

competitions in which they compete. AFL Victoria has itself made significant changes to its structure to 

enable a more streamlined management system which is driving some outstanding outcomes to our 

participants and our member clubs. The removal of all affiliation and registration fees is a significant 

investment in country football by the AFL. The removal of player levies is the second part of the grass roots 

investment which will be a direct benefit to all clubs, with the funds being provided directly to AFL Barwon in 

place of club and player levies. The total value of this investment for the AFL Barwon region is just short of 

$450,000. 

The intent of this investment is to reduce the cost to participants in the first instance and in the second announcement the AFL is increasing 

the funding to Region Commissions to allow for the removal of player levies to provide relief for all clubs. Club volunteers will be delighted to 

see this investment in our game from the AFL and we need to acknowledge the work of those who have advocated strongly for this suite of 

changes. It must be said that this investment is ongoing over the next 3 years and it is not unreasonable to expect that the investment will be 

measured against positive outcomes for the game and all stakeholders.

Player Points and Player Payment Caps are a significant part of our strategy to facilitate strong and viable Football and Netball clubs. We will 

continue to look at ways of improving what is still an evolving process. In Football we have 3 years of application of these programs to 

evaluate and we will work with AFL Vic to review and improve the plan at a state level. We have sought and received feedback from clubs 

around these policies and we acknowledge that we need to ensure that we can address local issues within the statewide policy framework. 

Netball has seen the first year of having a Community Club Sustainability Program introduced. We will continue to work with our clubs and 

Netball Victoria to develop and improve our model. 

Our Junior football program is going to be even better following the funding arrangements announced by the AFL. The momentum provided 

by the announcements should stimulate our participation rates and at the same time assist our clubs to provide the best possible

environment for our young members. Our graded competitions provide opportunities for all participants to learn the skills of the game and 

to enjoy participating in competitive games.

The Women’s game is growing at a stunning rate. The level of competition is rapidly improving, and the games are making a strong

contribution to our clubs. The finals day hosted at Lara this year provided the huge crowd with great entertainment and the spirit in which 

the games were played epitomises what Community sport is all about.

Our Netball competitions continue to maintain the highest standard of Community Netball. The introduction of sustainability measures is an 

acknowledgement of the importance of Netball to our clubs and leagues.

AFL Barwon will continue to invest in Umpiring. Just like our member clubs our Umpires are continually looking to get better. We need to 

continue to find ways to encourage more people into umpiring and to make the umpiring experience better. It is the responsibility of all clubs 

and leagues to ensure that we do all that we can to engage respectfully with our Football and Netball Umpires.

With the continued growth in participation in Football and Netball in the region we need to update our G21 Regional Strategy document.  

AFL Barwon has committed funds to this project that will commence immediately. The provision of new facilities to accommodate the future 

needs of Football and Netball must be planned well in advance along with the identification of facility upgrades needed for our Community 

clubs. The 2014 version of the G21 Strategic plan delivered in excess of $30M worth of facility investment in our region. The 2020 version will 

look to continue to support the development of club facilities.

The level of commitment of our Community club volunteers is astonishing. We are very fortunate to have great leadership at our clubs and 

leagues who oversee thousands of volunteers who make our Community clubs great. We should never lose sight of the role that sporting 

clubs play in building better Communities and the value that adds to the lives of so many.

Our staff have again provided great service to the region. Thank you all for your commitment to our sports of Football and Netball. A special 

thank you to Will McGregor who has provided great leadership and performed beyond expectations in his first year as RGM.

Finally, I would like to acknowledge the commitment of my fellow Commissioners, all of whom contribute to the good governance of our 

Commission and continue to provide support and direction to our staff and our stakeholders.

I look forward to season 2020.

2019 has been a year of outstanding outcomes for our participants across the whole of Victoria.  The AFL, in 
partnership with the Victorian State Government announced an additional $18 million investment into 
Victorian country football from 2020-2022.  The three-year funding announcement marks the largest 
investment in country football in Victoria in more than two decades. 

The funding will support country football communities through targeted initiatives, providing immediate 
financial relief to clubs and volunteers and ensure the long-term sustainability of the game through the 
growth of grassroots participation.  The initiatives include the removal of AFL Victoria affiliation fees, which 
will save country football clubs a total of $3.22 million each year, the removal of AFL Victoria umpire 
registration fees and significant reduction in the cost of club apparel.  This will see clubs in the AFL Barwon 
region retain over $450,000 and should delight the many hard-working volunteers that continue to keep 
club doors open for future generations.

To further support the funding announcement, AFL Barwon has removed all 2020 Player Development 
Levies that will see direct savings to participants.  Further financial support will continue through with the 
introduction of the $1.5million Strategic Community Investment Fund which will allow flexibility and 
immediate response to local league and club needs.

In 2019, AFL Barwon has invested in the refresh of the G21 Strategy document in order to have a coordinated approach to facility and 
infrastructure upgrades.  The previous document completed in April 2015 has now seen over $30million of investment into sporting
infrastructure in our region and it is now time to ensure we have the appropriate updated strategy in place to drive significant outcomes 
that the previous strategy has produced.  AFL Barwon continues to receive excellent support and cooperation from our shires and councils, 
as well as AFL Victoria staff and we are excited to produce the most up to date strategy document across the state that will benefit all 
member clubs.

2019 also saw the introduction of the Towards Zero Grant Funding that contributed $100,000 direct to AFL Barwon region clubs who
supported the Towards Zero campaign.  It is evident that the above funding announcements will support local community clubs significantly 
to ensure financial stability and remove a level of volunteer burden.

AFL Barwon has also made a concerted effort across 2019 to support the demand of club volunteers with two positive initiatives that have 
been well supported by all.  The introduction of the ‘Game Plan’ day in February that saw over 400 volunteers educated across 26 different 
education sessions on the one day, in a very professional setting.  The introduction of the AFL Barwon Corporate Social Responsibility 
Strategy reduced the number of themed rounds across the year to allow clubs to support their own important causes.  I would like to thank 
the TAC (Towards Zero), Victorian Responsible Gambling Foundation (Love the Game), Beyond Blue (Mental Health) and Geelong Cats (Just 
Think) for their support in highlighting significant social issues that our region faces daily.  2019 has seen the introduction of a Netball 
Points System and Salary Cap and a Female Football Points system that has complimented the senior male Club Sustainability Program and 
should enable clubs to continue to focus on their junior development programs and ensure player loyalty trends continue to reverse.

In 2019, AFL Barwon has become a more inclusive workplace and region by continuing to drive development outcomes that show we are 
more than just a competition management organisation.  For the first time this year, a Koori Auskick program was managed, an Indigenous 
Coaches Course, Gender Equity training for our Commission, staff and clubs has begun as well as a Mums Auskick Coaching course and 
CALD Mums group.

AFL Barwon has many long-term partners who continue to allow our competitions to remain at the forefront of Football and Netball across 
Victoria.  Through the terrific work of Daniel O’Keefe in strengthening our partners relationships our organisation continues to grow and 
would not be possible without your support. To all our valued partners who make significant contributions, AFL Barwon cannot thank you 
enough and we hope to continue to strengthen these relationships into the future as we strive to create safe and inclusive environments at 
all clubs.  I would also like to wish Daniel O’Keefe all the very best in his new role as Player Development Coach at Carlton FC.

AFL Barwon continues to be a destination workplace in the region which over the last two years has recruited three high level female staff 
in Jess Smith (FDM), Lily Graham (FDM) and Georgia Hillman (Commercial Partnerships Manager) from AFL Victoria head office.  With the 
further recruitment of Nathan Ervin from the Melbourne Cricket Club and the consolidation of our current experienced staff, we continue 
to challenge new ideas and concepts and work thanklessly in order to produce the best possible football and netball matches across 
Victoria, if not, Australia at a community level.  



2019 has been a year of growth, positivity and progress and I would like to thank the AFL Barwon Commission led by Chairman Craig 
Keating.  The Commission has made sound governance decisions and continue to provide outcomes that have the best interest of the
entire region at the forefront of their minds.  Our region is strong and, in a sound, financial position to continue to progress the future of 
football and netball well beyond 2019.

The Football Development team in Luke Maher, Jess Smith, Sarah Scott and now Lily Graham have 
continued to deliver high quality programs for the region that has seen Auskick growth (+138) driving the 
introduction of an U10 female competition in 2020.  Coach Education, Inclusion and Diversity, AFL Player 
appearances at clubs and schools, Training and Education, Geelong Cats NGA programs as well as the 
work they are doing with many club’s committees and volunteers has seen many positive development 
outcomes achieved this year.  The development team continue to be progressive and look to innovate and 
I congratulate them on their work and encourage all clubs to continue to form relationships with the 
Football Development Managers as they can support you across a range of areas.

Congratulations to St. Mary’s Sporting Club for winning the GFNL Premiership in what was a brilliant finish 
to a great year of football as well as the Division 1 Female Football Premiership and Newtown & Chilwell 
FNC for winning an unprecedented 7th consecutive A Grade flag. Congratulations to Barwon Heads FNC 
for breaking a 26-year premiership drought in the BFNL and to Torquay FNC for their A Grade premiership 
victory.  Congratulations to all other premiership winners across the region at senior and junior level.



In its fourth year of operation, the AFL Victoria’s Community Club Sustainability Program continues to 
progress, with clear policy established, and further refinements ongoing which will assist in the long term 
viability of all clubs and the continuation of vibrant competitions across the state. The emergence of Female 
Football has continued with a dramatic increase in participation levels across our Region.

Under 19s
The number of teams was increased from 27 teams to 28 teams with only 3 clubs entering a 2nd team.
We conducted 3 divisions with,10,10 & 8 teams competing respectively in each division. This was again an 
evenly contested year in most grades including hotly contested finals series in all grades with players from 
13 different clubs experiencing finals football. Data will be reviewed during the course of 2020 to determine 
the success of the changed age groups, with recommendations for 2021 to be finalised mid season.

Interleague
This year we had the rare experience of hosting a triple header at Queen’s Park, with the day consisting of 
our Inaugural Senior Female Football team playing the Northern FNL, the BFNL playing a long awaited derby 
against the Geelong & District FNL and the Geelong FNL men playing the Northern FNL to regain the #1 spot 
in the state rankings. 

The women coached by AFLW star Mel Hickey, started the day with a solid victory; best player was awarded to Barwon Heads gun Emma 
Allen. After a strong win in Horsham last year against the Wimmera FNL, the BFNL was keen to continue their rise up the state rankings and 
claim local bragging rights over the GDFL. Fast ball movement and explosive speed was the key for the BFNL’s success, with 3 quality power 
forwards in Jarrod Garth, Jordan Erskine and Mitch Day rotating through to provide imposing targets. The winner of the Brian “Bull” Bennett 
medal for best on the ground went to Modewarre defender Mitch Farrelly, who provided strong run off the half backline and finishing off 
with 2 goals of his own. Depleted by injury and VFL commitments, the GFNL suffered their second consecutive loss in representative football 
at the hands of a powerful and well-structured Northern Football League. After a promising start, NFNL pulled away with a productive 
period in the 2nd & 3rd quarters which produced 10 goals to 4 goals. The GFNL fought hard, but eventually fell short by 4 goals. The Bob Cahir 
Memorial Medal for best player on the ground was awarded to St Joseph’s Cam Tudor. No Underage football was played.

I would like to thank our coaches; AFL Barwon (Female) Mel Hickey, GFNL (male) Clinton Wells, BFNL Mark Hildebrandt and their coaching 
staff for the time and effort that they provided during the preparation and on match day. I would also like to thank the support staff who 
volunteered their time and effort to ensure the players and leagues had all they needed to get the teams onto the field.

BFNL
In what was the closest season in recent years, ladder leaders Anglesea’s loss in round 18 cost them top spot and dropped them to fifth with 
only 4 points separating top from 5th. Newcomb were the early leaders following solid development in recent years, and after some bold 
recruiting Drysdale achieved an improved season finishing in sixth position. The first weekend of finals saw strong wins to Barwon Heads and 
Anglesea. Barwon Heads easily accounted for Geelong Amateur in the 2nd semi-final to storm into consecutive Grand Finals, whilst Torquay 
ended Anglesea’s hopes in the First Semi Final. Torquay held off Geelong Amateur in the Preliminary Final to challenge Barwon Heads in the 
Grand Final. Barwon Heads held off an inaccurate Torquay to record an historic and hard-fought victory; their first Senior Premiership since 
1993 (26 years ago)   

Anglesea spearhead Jordan Erskine won the BFL League goal kicking with 94 goals, whilst two decorated veterans, Torquay Midfielder Dom 
Gleeson and Modewarre Ruckman John Meesen tied to win the Les Ash Medal. 

GFNL
There was not much between the top 6 teams, but strong seasons from Colac, St Joseph’s & Newtown & Chilwell saw them finish the home 
and away season in the top 3 positions with only 6 points separating them. St Mary’s edged Bell Park out of the finals by percentage to fill 
the 5th position just behind Leopold. With strong form coming into the final’s series, St Mary’s had an emphatic 110-point win over Leopold 
in the Elimination Final, whilst St Joseph’s easily accounted for Newtown & Chilwell in their Qualifying Final clash. St Mary’s followed it up 
with a strong 10 goal win against Newtown & Chilwell, whilst ladder leaders Colac booked a spot in the Grand Final with a comfortable win 
over St Joseph’s. St Mary’s continued their strong form to end St Joseph’s finals campaign and book a place in their 4th consecutive grand 
final. It was another an epic Grand Final which saw St Mary’s hold the early ascendancy, but Colac fought back strongly only to fall an 
agonising 2 points short with St Mary’s breaking their run of 3 consecutive Grand Final losses, and a 26 year premiership drought.

The Mathieson medal was an emphatic third consecutive win for 2017& 2018 winner Newtown & Chilwell’s Matthew McMahon who 
finished 14 votes ahead of Lachlan Patten from Bell Park. South Barwon spearhead Andrew Boseley won the Goal kicking with 57 Goals.



Interleague was played against the Maryborough Castlemaine Football Netball League in Maryborough, led by coach Dan Casey. With 
scores level at quarter time, the CDFNL ran away from their opponents with a solid 53-point victory. Simpson’s Nick Harding kicked 9 goals 
and Mahoney Medallist Brent Macleod was named Best player on the Ground. We thank Dan for the time and effort that he put in. We
could not have asked any more of him and the result was well deserved. 

Female Football

The growth of female football continued to exceed expectations with 65 Teams entered comprising; 2 Senior Competitions, 2 Under 18 
competitions, 3 Under 15 competitions and 17 Under 12 Teams.
Talent pathways are emerging with the Falcons, VFLW and AFLW competitions all tapping into the talent we are nurturing and 
discovering. The Female Finals series was an extremely successful day conducted at Lara with St Mary’s taking out the coveted Division 1 
premiership over a strong Geelong Amateur team. North Geelong were too strong for Drysdale in the Senior Female Division 2 Grand
Final. The Senior Female Best & Fairest winners were Geelong Amateur’s Stephanie Abfalter in Division 1 and North Geelong’s Charlotte 
Thorne in Division 2.

I would like to congratulate Will McGregor on his first year as our RGM and acknowledge the impact he has had on our structures and 
business management as well as his focus on club welfare and sustainability. I would also like to thank and acknowledge the rest of our 
staff, our Operations team of Nathan, Matt, Sean, Emily and Jock, as well as Deb who keeps it all together for us. The contribution made 
by the FDMs is an extremely important component in the service we are able to provide for the clubs, and their work has again been 
outstanding this year. I would again like to express again my appreciation to all the club volunteers for their hours of work committed to 
ensuring all the required tasks are performed in a timely and efficient manner. They are often thankless tasks but are vital and very much 
appreciated by all here at AFL Barwon.

In my first year in the role overseeing junior football for the region it’s clear to see why it is regarded as 
one of the premier junior competitions in the country. The passion and commitment from all areas of 
the region’s clubs show why they continue to grow the game and produce fantastic footballers and 
maintain strong senior competitions. This year again saw further growth across the junior football team 
numbers with 332 teams competing in junior female and male competitions.

We continue to see amazing growth of female participation across the various junior age groups, which 
will no doubt bolster the senior competitions in coming years.

A huge thank you to our partners who have contributed in season 2019, especially the Geelong Junior 
Football naming right sponsors - Buckley’s Entertainment Centre, Kempe, Geelong Advertiser, 
Medibank, Corio Bay Health Group and P&R Foods. Without your generosity it would be impossible to 
run such a great competition.



Firstly I would like to thank all the AFL Barwon umpire coaches and support staff in Geelong and Colac for 

their commitment and efforts in delivering coaching programs that has impacted on improvement for all 

umpires, we saw outstanding umpire performances in all finals games across the Region, I am very proud 

of the people who umpire games each week, I am particularly proud of the club affiliated umpires who, 

without you many games would not go ahead, so from all your peers and to every person involved in 

umpiring well done.

We again reached a record participation of umpires in AFL Barwon of 508 (+7 from 2018), this did translate 

to “actual” weekend Colac (+3) and Geelong (+12) umpire numbers. Geelong continues to be impacted 

with Sunday boy’s and female competitions, in total including Coaching and support staff AFL Barwon -

Geelong 371 umpires (+26), while AFL Barwon - Colac grew from 74 umpires to 80 (+6) including 

coaches/staff. We have had another 57 people registered as participating in umpiring which was made up 

from registered club appointed umpires and registered School based umpire academy participants. 

Umpire absenteeism still remains challenging with around 20-25% unavailable each week, this is mainly due to family, work and school 
commitments. 
We had growth of 5 female participants from 2018 (42-47), although this is a positive female participation increase, it still only represents 
9.25% of female umpires in our region, an area we need to grow further with emphasis on stronger match day environments and female 
umpire facilities.
We must continue to encourage people to “give umpiring a go”, we know it’s one of the best seats in the house and a great way to stay in the 
game, former footballers of all ages are strongly encouraged to try umpiring, our umpiring programs offer a supporting and welcoming 
environments and former footballers can value add their experience back into the game.
AFL Barwon has a very diverse group of people who participate in umpiring. Umpiring does offer opportunities to people of all cultures, ages 
and gender, with strong accredited coaching and support personal for anyone that wants to be part of the game as an umpire.

participated and 7 taking on weekend umpiring, along with other Umpire Academies conducted at Trinity College Colac, Clonard College, 

Christian College continue to expose school students to umpiring and has been a successful recruitment program for the Region.

AFL Barwon all abilities Umpire Program continued its growth with 8 participants through the supporting efforts of AFL Barwon

Commissioner Richard Underwood and Geelong Umpire Brendan Beveridge where all participants were identified and able to be trained 

and umpire in a live matches in our junior grades each week including 4 who umpired in the U13 Div 8 Grand Final. We know this program 

can be further developed and showcase that anyone wanting to participate in AFL – can.  



Will Ross (Geelong Field Umpire) was named the inaugural recipient of the AFL Barwon Community Umpire of the year award, other finalists 

were Craig Kerr (Colac), Jonathan Peck (Geelong) and Sian James (Geelong). AFL Victoria Golden Whistle recipients were Trent Blake (Colac) 

and Will Ross (Geelong). AFL Barwon now has 100% of 2nd year and above Accredited umpires and all AFL Barwon Umpire Coaches fully 

accredited.

Thank you to Larry Donohue who without his efforts as AFL Barwon - Geelong Umpires Appointments Coordinator we would be in turmoil 

getting the umpires to games each week, this is a huge job that takes a lot of coordination with the coaches, patience and persistence which 

Larry does without fuss.

AFL Barwon High Performance Falcons Umpire Academy, now in its 3rd year is giving young umpires who have been identified as future VFL 

trialing umpires being “introduced” to what a “high Performance” environment is and equip them with the skills and mindset that will be 

required as they progress, David Harris (AFL Umpire) lead the group of 18 umpires over 4 sessions, they all officiated the Falcons trial 

matches in February/March. Thank you also to Mick Turner (Falcons GM) for his support of the program. This Program has now been 

adopted as the AFL Victoria Umpire Talent Pathway Program and rolled out to all NAB League Clubs across the State, it has now replaced 

what was the V/Line Umpire Academy for 2020, a big recognition for our Region in Umpire Development. 

As we move to 2020 umpiring will have many challenges across the Region, with the change in structure of junior football now fully 

established and being reviewed on its progress along with the changes to CDFNL to the CDFNL Junior restructure in 2019, and the senior 

women’s competition continuing to grow further, all demanding the need for even more umpires, Colac umpires in particular need a

stronger and urgent drive from clubs to assist in the recruitment of umpires for their League, we are all in this together and together we can 

grow umpire numbers.

AFL Barwon will continue to invest in umpire development and umpire coaching, by investigating and purchasing greater technology and the

funding of more match day observers allowing greater assistance to Club appointed umpires, particularly in the non-competitive grades 

where parents and others need such support.

AFL Barwon need to consider how better to accommodate umpire training at different areas within our Region as people spread out across 

the Greater Geelong and Colac area, satellite venues need to be considered in the North, South and Bellarine, possibly utilising school 

and/or clubs, making sure greater investment to umpire coaching and people resources can be delivered.

I continue to look forward to an exciting future for AFL Barwon, Geelong and Colac umpire groups as we establish more strategies that will 

recruit and more importantly retain community umpires, continue to provide greater pathways for our talent umpires and deliver even 

stronger umpire coaching which will give us greater umpire performances to each game that is officiated in the AFL Barwon Region.

In closing I would like to thank the AFL Barwon Commission, AFL Barwon Staff and Geelong Umpires BoM, CDFUA, AFL Victoria Umpire State 

Development Manager Russell O’Toole, GDFL executive, and all AFL Barwon/GDFL clubs. Thank you to Mark Davison (GFUL Chairman) and 

Craig Kerr (CDFUA President) for their support over their terms, I want to acknowledge the time, contribution and sacrifice you have made 

to your Umpire Associations along with your board members, it’s much appreciated by everyone in umpiring and AFL Barwon, well done

The AFL Barwon Region was again very well represented with umpires and umpire coaches from Geelong 

and Colac in the AFL Victoria 2019 Worksafe Country Championships, V/Line Umpire Academy, V/Line 

Cup and NAB League matches.

Over 35 umpires were involved in these programs which allowed for greater development of individual 

umpires by being exposed to higher opportunities similar to that as offered to players. The Geelong 

Umpires also have 3 umpires nominated for AFL Vic. Trials for the upcoming 2020 season.

AFL Barwon had 6 Umpires and 2 Umpire Coaches attend the 2019 V/Line Cup and was well represented 

from across the State, a great outcome and credit to our umpire coaching staff and developing umpires.. 

Will Ross (Field), Jaymee Guy (Boundary) and William Bothe (Goal) were appointed to the AFL Vic 

Country v AFL Vic Metro match after a strong performance during the 2019 Worksafe Championships, 

The BFNL v GDFL match was umpired by our growing talented umpires all of whom were under the age 

of 19 further enhancing the quality and depth of umpiring we have in the AFL Barwon region.



2019 has seen a continued reduction in reported offences, and subsequent sanctions that were applied.

There was a total of 77 reports laid across AFL Barwon Leagues in the 2019 season. This was a massive drop of 30 from last year.

These reports comprised 42 Senior Grade, 6 Reserve Grade, 6 Under 19s, 21 from Junior Grades, 0 Netball, and 2 from Female Football. 
They include 4 reports referred as a result of investigations, and 22 that were referred by the Match Review Panel.

54 players accepted the set penalty option.  A total of 71 matches will be or have been missed by players through suspensions received in 
2019. A significant reduction of 116 from last year.

Our Match Review Panel assessed 98 requests of which they found 40 reportable offences. 25 of these players accepted set penalties, 3 
accepted a reprimand, 4 clubs were fined for engaging in Melee, of the 9 that were heard at Tribunal, 6 were referred and 3 challenged 
their charge at Tribunal with 5 of the 9 found guilty. 

Our appreciation is extended to the members of the MRP who volunteered their time on a weekly basis to assess relevant footage as 
requested and provide their judgements. Tribunal results would indicate that their judgements were appropriate.

I would like to congratulate Chairman Werner Weigl and his panel members for their work and measured but consistent approach. Arthur 
Hodgson also did a great job as our League Prosecutor. 

I would again like to thank Rob Drew for his work as Tribunal Secretary with the co-ordination, scheduling and running of the Tribunal 
sessions, I would also like to thank our Director of Umpiring Jock Hillgrove for his work coordinating and organizing the umpires and their 
advocates.
