The 2024 season saw the delivery of AFL Victoria's volunteer education and compliance programs
including ‘The Women & Girls Inclusive Club workshops', equipping six clubs with resources for
inclusive environments from a gender-neutral perspective. | was also thrilled to coordinate the AFL
Barwon Child Safeguarding Education Program, alongside Sam Dellamarta, following state
government legislation mandating all sporting clubs to introduce policies and procedures that help to
protect children from child abuse. Thank you to the clubs that identified Child Safeguarding Officers
that were part of this education program.

| assisted clubs with funding and grant opportunities from AFL Victoria, LGAs, and governments.
Thirteen clubs in Barwon received Telstra Footy Club Grants for items like goalpost padding and
education courses. The TAC Club Rewards Program also proved successful, with 10 clubs receiving
$39,250 in funding for promoting road safety—one club earning the maximum $10,000 grant, matched
by only one other club in the state.

| enjoyed working with local and state authorities to advocate for club infrastructure improvements on
behalf of several clubs under my remit. Some ‘big wins' were achieved during the 2024 season which |
found very rewarding. | will continue to advocate on your behalf as the opportunities present.

FROM THE DIRECTOR OF FOOTBALL UMPIRING

Thank you to all Umpires, Club and League appointed, in the Region

for their dedication, commitment and particularly those that

officiated in multiple games each weekend, without these
dedicated people umpiring could not have delivered the service to
as many games as we were able to do.

AFL Barwon aims to have all club-aligned umpires registered in Officials HQ across the region, enabling
direct coaching and focused guidance at every level. This will help expand the "AFL Club Umpire
Engagement Program," boosting umpire development and investment in our region.

In 2024, all registered umpires were required to complete mandatory AFL Umpire Courses (modules).
Thank you to all umpires, League and Club, who completed this.

AFL Barwon is focused on addressing the 25% decline in umpire numbers in Colac since 2020,
particularly in field and goal umpires. To ensure the continued success of Senior CDFNL football and
reduce reliance on club-appointed umpires in 2025, this will be a key focus area. AFL Barwon is
committed to investing in recruitment and retention efforts to support the growth of umpiring in the
Colac District and the CDFUA. Club support is essential to help rebuild the umpiring community within
the CDFNL.

Exploring midweek and Friday football fixtures could be a valuable opportunity for clubs and leagues,
especially with the expected growth of junior and female football. This approach could help ease the
pressure on Saturday and Sunday timeslots and improve umpire availability. By reducing the demand
on umpires, we can prevent burnout and injury, ensuring the long-term sustainability of officiating.
Addressing this challenge is crucial for the future of the game. Any fixturing changes should also include
appropriate entry-level opportunities, particularly for younger field umpires in the CDFNL, to support
their development and success.

In 2024, AFL National managed the Umpire Expressions of Interest landing page, serving as the primary
channel for all online umpire inquiries. We received 90 EOIs through the unique AFL Umpire Enquiry
page and registered 44 individuals from that platform, resulting in a conversion rate of 44% for our
region.

Our goal for 2025 is to have all "Club" appointed umpires registered, appointed, and compensated, with
access to online match-day reports replacing hard copies. This will also provide in-person and online
umpire coaching across the region and create more investment opportunities for AFL Barwon umpiring.
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FOOTBALL UMPIRING REPORT

ONLINE UMPIRE MATCH REPORTING AND VOTING

In 2024, AFL Barwon successfully implemented online Umpire Match Reporting through Officials HQ
for senior and U18 football (male and female). The transition was smooth, despite some platform
challenges. We aim to improve OHQ and expand this initiative to all leagues and grades in 2025.

UMPIRE COACHING AND DEVELOPMENT

Thanks to our coaches, observers, mentors, and support staff in Geelong and Colac for their
dedication to umpire development. In 2025, we plan to enhance efficiency by incorporating online
video technology and expanding the Officials HQ Platform alongside the new Umpire FTEM
Accreditation framework.

10%o INGREASE IN UMPIRE APPOINTMENTS IN 2024

In 2024, the AFL Barwon Umpiring Department managed a total of 9,727 appointments, averaging
335 appointments per week, which was a 10% increase compared to 2023. This growth is a direct result
of improved umpire availability and the formal onboarding of Club-aligned Umpires.

WOMEN & GIRLS UMPIRE DEVELOPMENT

AFL Victoria’'s Women & Girls Development Program saw Julie Ford and Evie Knight facilitate the

development of female umpires. Their efforts led to successful Come 'n' Try sessions in Geelong and
Colac, resulting in four new female umpires. AFL Barwon also hosted two AFL Victoria Female Hubs
and a female-specific umpire course at Drysdale, with 14 participants, 8 of whom will umpire in 2025.

NEW UMPIRE SATELLITE TRAINING VENUE

AFL Barwon launched a new Satellite Training Venue at Drysdale Sports Precinct, running sessions
from June to August. This initiative, in partnership with Drysdale FC and Peninsula Sharks FC, provides
alternative umpire training. Future plans include expanding to the Surf Coast region.

AFL BARWON V/LINE UMPIRING ACADEMY

AFL Barwon umpires officiated in NAB Boys, NAB Girls, VFLW, and V/Line Cup games. Bailey Wilson
was named Boundary Umpire of the V/Line Carnival 2024, with other participants including Hamish
Irvine, Tom Janke, Jack Tingiri, Haley Hunt, and Aidan Dudding.

WHITE CARD POLICY - COACHES BOX AREA

AFL Barwon introduced a White Card Policy to address disrespectful behaviour from the coaching
box toward umpires. Only 27 White Cards were issued across all competitions, less than 1% of games,
creating a healthier environment for umpires.
